Discussion:  

How can we maintain a God-centered mission for life? 

1. REMEMBER the Passion and Purpose of God (Isaiah 48:11, Genesis 12:3; 
Revelation 5:9) 

 God’s ultimate passion is for His own glory.  
 God’s ultimate purpose is for all peoples for all nations to intimately know 

and worship Him.  

Question: What are some truths you need to be continually reminded of to help 
you stay focused on God’s global mission?  

 

2.  ALIGN themselves with God’s passion & purpose and diligently pursue 
God’s glory. (Isaiah 43:21; Proverbs 19:2; 2 Corinthians 5:17-20; Proverbs 21:30) 

 We can pursue God’s passion & purpose by having God’s global mission as 
the priority in our life and the life of our church.  

Question: What are some barriers that keep us from living a life committed to 
Christ’s global mission? (1 John 2:1-2)  
 

 

3.  INTEGRATE God’s heart for the nations into every aspect of our personal 
and corporate Christian life. (1 Corinthians 7:32-34) 

Question: What can you/Ablaze do to help contribute toward the overall goal of 
bringing God greater glory by reaching all nations with the gospel (Psalm 46:10, 
Isaiah 49:6)
